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First of all, let me welcome you all to beautiful Boulder, CO. Secondly, let me remind you a little bit about Boulder geography. The mountains are on the west edge of town. If you ever get lost, just keep this in mind and you can re-orient yourself. Boulder weather is usually awesome, except when it’s not. We can have warm sunny days or blizzards in mid-April. Consider checking WorldView prior to leaving your home to determine how to pack.

About the National Center for Atmospheric Research (NCAR):
There are three separate campuses. Center Green (CG), Foothills Lab (FL) and Mesa Lab (ML). Our meetings will be at the iconic Mesa Lab in the Damon Room. NCAR is the government lab, funded by the NSF. The University Corporation for Atmospheric Research (UCAR) is the nonprofit that is contracted to run and staff NCAR. Most people at NCAR are employed by UCAR. Now you know. The Mesa Lab is nestled in the hills on the SW corner of town. Foothills Lab and Center Green are close to each other on the NE corner of town.

GETTING TO AND FROM THE AIRPORT
The public bus (RTD) is clean, comfortable, efficient and an exceptional bargain at $10.50 one-way. Exact change is required. The AB2 route takes you from the airport to within a block of your hotel. Get off at 28th & Canyon and you are across the street from the Embassy Suites.

If you accidentally get on the AB1, you will arrive in Boulder about one mile west of the hotel. The AB1 bus is more frequent so you may wish to make this mistake on purpose. Just ask the driver for a transfer as you board and when you arrive at the Boulder Transit Center take the HOP to your hotel.
You can download the “TRANSIT” app to your phone for NRT info about the bus routes.


GETTING FROM THE HOTEL TO THE MEETING
There is a shuttle that runs up to Mesa Lab, however it is not large and there wouldn’t be room for everybody in it. You can catch it right across the street from the hotel. It is a van labeled “UCAR shuttle”. There is a low white wall just south of the Burger King at 28th & Canyon. That’s where the shuttle will pick you up and drop you off. The two pickup times that will get you up to the Mesa in time for the meeting are at 7:43 and 8:13 (arriving at 8:02 and 8:32 respectively). Confirm with the driver that s/he is going to the ML or you might end up at FL by mistake since this is the shuttle stop for both directions.
