


Status of Action Items from April 2019 LANCE UWG Meeting 

1. Diane/Chris to summarize how NRT requirements gets in to missions and what can be done for pre-decadal survey missions. Revisit recommendations from NRT (Langley) workshop. Develop a plan to identify criteria from user community in determining what data is relevant for NRT/LANCE.  Planning should happen much earlier in lifecycle--cheaper/easier to implement and plan for.  Preferably this would be prior to the decision on which DAAC will archive.  Discuss this with ESDS and the mission. Ongoing
2. Diane/Karen to consider LANCE lite – experimental LANCE to explore latency issues without 3-hour constraint. Draft white paper has been distributed to UWG members and will be discussed at the telecon.
3. Diane to contact Vanessa as the LANCE POC for soliciting input to the 4 DO working groups. Solicit input from LANCE UWG members. Attended SBG Applications meeting and evaluating how we might contribute further.
4. David/Tian to send list of identified NRT data relevant to disasters from the A37 call —to facilitate engagement with LANCE.  Provide information about the next research and application study meeting will be Aug/Sept—that needs to have LANCE representation. Update from Tian during the telecon.
5. [bookmark: _GoBack]David to explore the opportunity of a LANCE ROSES call. Done but there isn’t any NASA HQ support for this at this time.
6. Diane/Karen Investigate possibility of NRT for SAR e.g. Sentinel 1 and NISAR in the context of current production plan (LANCE lite). Ongoing – there will be a discussion on this topic with the UWG during the telecon.
7. LANCE outreach
a. Dawn/Diane/Karen and Chris to write LANCE Time-line and Accomplishments article for EO magazine about 10th anniversary of LANCE. Planned for early 2020.
b. Diane to contact Michael Goodman about Dawn giving a LANCE 10 Year AGU presentation. Abstract for a talk was accepted.
c. Consider AMS session. Sherry to contact Michael Goodman. Karen to present at AMS.
d. UWG to seek out non-traditional opportunities to broaden the LANCE outreach e.g. Chile Symposium 2020 (Miguel) and the Understanding Risk workshops (World Bank).
e. Diane to coordinate generic slide set and messaging. Ongoing.
f. Diane to engage with the NASA ES communications including U.Group. Ongoing – preliminary meeting held with Aries Keck
8. Diane to contact Wilfrid Schroeder about status of an improved GOES fire algorithm and reach out to GEONETCast (Paul Seymour, Josh Jankot, Jason Taylor) concerning NOAA's GOES NRT fire-related data. Diane is working closely with Wilfrid – who has recommended we wait for further improvements to NOAA fire algorithm.
9. Chris to articulate the challenges of ensuring NRT product continuity to the LANCE community as Terra and Aqua de-orbit because the science teams are not funded to provide instrument calibration for JPSS-1 and 2. Chris has spoken to both Kevin Murphy and Paula Bontempi about  JPSS data continuity issues.
10. Revisit MODIS to VIIRS transition for Flood product at next LANCE UWG. MODIS Flood Algorithm is still being implemented in to LANCE so this is on hold, however Karen and Diane, Fritz Pollicelli, Bob Brackenridge and Dan Slayback held a meeting with NOAA’s Mitch Goldberg, Bill Sjoberg and William Straka to better understand what NRT flood products are available.
11. Robert/Ryan to show prototype of RR swath in NRT from MODIS and VIIRS. As a reminder – this prototype will enable users to see individual overlapping granules at the poles. To be demonstrated at the UWG telecon.
12. Diane/Karen to add questions on data use to American Customer Satisfaction Index (ACSI) Survey users. The goal will be to better understand the extent to which users generate products/services using data/imagery LANCE?  The purpose is to better understand impact of LANCE. Ongoing – draft survey has been submitted to CFI (who manage the ACSI survey for ESDIS) for review.
13. Applied Remote Sensing Training Program and LANCE share links and develop relationship between websites (Diane and Brock - TBD)
14. Vanessa to provide Diane with the latency section of the CAR to LANCE for review. Ongoing – information on CAR received.
15. Recommendation that LANCE – FIRMS explores relationship with USFS fire portal and consider including RT fires from USFS/DRL. Ongoing – draft outline of requirements now available for consideration.
16. Makhan and the GIBS team to investigate adding MISR winds as vector data to GIBS. Ongoing – vector capabilities are being developed what will handle this.
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
