· Guidance Statement for Document DOIs

· The ESDIS registration process (submission form and processing steps) for documents is the same as that for dataset products—except that the submitter must identify the resource type as “Text” instead of “Dataset.” 


· Is there a plan in place for assigning DOIs to documents?

· We have a mechanism in place for registering DOIs for documents (e.g., User Guides and ATBDs) .

· Who is allowed to mint DOIs?

· Our policy has been that a DAAC should submit DOI requests. If documents that are under ESDIS ownership, require a DOI, ESDIS would need to designate someone from the project to mint and manage those DOIs (e.g., ESO lead)

· Who determines what is an appropriate ATBD or document?

· The agreement and decision should be between  the DAAC and PI. Thus, when a DAAC submits a DOI request, it should follow the established ESDIS guidelines and policies. Approvals for ESDIS documents are determined by ESDIS.

· Who is the sponsor?

· For DAAC documents – the DAAC.  For ESDIS documents – an ESDIS designee (e.g., ESO)

· What does the landing page look like?

· Since the document contains all the necessary descriptive information, the DOI will resolve to the document, which serves as its landing page.  

· When can the documents get a DOI – when it is in draft form?  Prior to launch? Post-launch?

· A document DOI can be “Reserved” during the document’s development/draft phase. The DOI can later be “Registered” as permanent when the document is available for public use.


· Where should an author go to get a DOI?  Is it on a website or do they send an email?

· The DAAC hosting the document should initiate the DOI submission process. Please contact the DOI submitter for that DAAC.  

· When will instructions be posted on the wiki page?

· General instructions are already available on the wiki and will be updated as required.
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
