Action Items:
· Feb 10th – Scott Ritz will give Yonsook a list of names and email addresses of POC for existing SERFs.  These people will be especially invited to the ESO review of the UMM-S.
· ALL – paste links to the internal Jama reviews on the CMR SE wiki page – on the RHS section labeled Current Internal Reviews.   

Decisions:  
· QA Metadata document on hold for now.  Andy and Steve will need to think about all the documents and how they relate.  This is an operations document.
· UMM will continue to mean “Unified Metadata Model” for now.  

Discussion:
· Action item status – QA Metadata document on hold for now.  Need to rethink the focus of all the documents and how they relate.  UMM – what does the second “M” mean?  We’ll keep the same meaning – “Model” - for now.
· Katie discussed the status of the UMM-C & UMM-G.  Still working through the review comments with about 100 comments for the UMM-C still open.  Less for the UMM-G.  We will need a telecon to discuss comments that Katie and her team cannot resolve and invite specific people who can discuss those comments to the telecon.  Steve and Andy both have Mondays available for the UMM comments resolution telecon and this will be scheduled mid to late Feb.
· Yonsook added some edits to the CMR Life Cycle document in response to the comments and sent the revised version to Tyler.  After Tyler completes his additions to reference the Keyword Community Guide for the details of the GCMD keyword process and also to reference the QA Metadata document, he will send the document to Steve Berrick.  After Steve adds his edits, Eli will edit the document for consistency, etc.  Then Yonsook will edit again after Eli.
· Steve Berrick noted that we will postpone adding diagrams and flow charts to the CMR Life Cycle document until the next version of the document.
· Alicia gave the status of the Keyword Community Guide.  On Feb 6th, the document will go to Steve Wharton and Steve Berrick for review.  Steve Berrick will decide at that point whether the document is ready for a broader internal review.
· UMM-S – Erich discussed the status.  Will be ready for a broader internal review next week.  Who shall be invited to the ESO review of the UMM-S?  Yonsook noted that we need to especially invite those people who have written/used SERFs before.  Scott will get a list of POCs for the SERFs to Yonsook.  Andy noted that this review will still need to be public & open.  We will advertise this review to the DAAC managers and the data center contacts.  
· UMM-V – Erich just started work on this document on Friday by putting together a diagram of the model.
· UMM-MM – Katie noted that there is no progress on this document.  
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
