Discussion:
· What is UMM document will be done at the end of  an.  Kathy Carr has completed the initial draft and this is under internal review.  
· Erich reported on the UMM-P document status -.  Prem will be completing the responses to the review comments and then revising the document in response to the review comments.
· Katie noted that the UMM-V document has completed internal review with the small team that been discussing concepts for the document. 
· The issue about whether the GCMD Entry ID can be unique across CMR – that discussion will continue next time.

Will continue discussion on these two topics at Jan 26th tag up -- 
· Can CMR support a unique and persistent Collection ID across CMR through the use of GCMD Entry ID?  The ESDIS staff team (Steve, Katie, and Andy) will need to make a policy decision on this.  The issue is when multiple DAACs distribute the same dataset.  How will the unique GCMD Entry ID be supported then?  There are currently 106 duplicates for Entry IDs and probably more as MODAPs, PODAAC, and OBDAAC  ingests metadata into CMR.  
· How will changes to the UMM-C and UMM-V be handled?  Will each change need an ESO review?  No.  Minor changes will be made and documented in a separate document.  Then each time a major release is done (new concept added, change to existing concept, etc), then can add in all the minor changes then.   The CMR development schedule needs to be supported. Although other agencies (NOAA?) have asked for copies of the UMM documents for their use, cannot prevent timely changes to the UMM documents because of that.  
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
