Discussion:
· Erich reported no change on the UMM-V or UMM-P.  Both documents are being revised.

· Dana Shum’s slides on  the configuration management of UMM models – the elements of the change process for changing the UMM documents and when the changes can happen with or without ESO review are on the CMR SE wiki page.   Please take a look at the slides and give feedback at the next CMR SE tag up.
· Confirmed :  the CMR Concept ID will be used as the persistent and unique collection ID in the CMR.  Eventually DOIs will replace Concept ID in this function but that will take some time.

·  The Keywords Community Guide document has been put into Jama for a 2 week internal review.  All the CMR SE team have been invited. There was also a discussion of location keywords last week between CMR/GCMD teams.  Tyler will send the slides for the location keywords to the CMR SE email list.  
· Yonsook asked Dana – how are location keywords used in CMR for searching?  Any conversion to spatial area?  Dana will check and report back.
· Tyler noted that the GCMD team has earth science keywords that need to be reviewed almost immediately.   Yonsook reviewed the list of expert reviewers that the GCMD team have used in the past for earth science keywords.  This list of experts needs to be bulked up a lot.  What are the categories of earth science keywords?  How many DIFs per category?  Tyler will send that info to the CMR SE email list.  An email to solicit additional experts for earth science keywords needs to be produced and the soliciting needs to start very soon.  The Ancillary keywords (platform, instrument, data provider, etc) can usually be approved after an internal review or a limited review.  
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
