Action Items : 
· April 5 - Tyler will summarize which proposed Earth Science keywords were submitted by the external community and when.
· April 5 – Allan will review the “what is UMM” text on Earthdata and determine if “profile” is being used correctly.  
· April 5 – GCMD team (Tyler) will discuss ideas for GCMD Keywords forum – which will communicate status of all current and proposed keywords

Discussion:
· Erich reported progress on the revision of the UMM-V and UMM-P documents.  
· The “What is UMM” on earthdata is very good.  Someone sent in a comment, asking if “profile” is being used correctly on that page.  Allan will take a look and report back at the next CMR SE tag up.
· Dana Shum’s slides on  the configuration management of UMM models – no disagreements with the slides.
· Tyler reported on the status of the GCMD Keywords Guidelines document – the internal review completed.  Based on the review comments, the document is being revised as follows: 
·  New organization of document – governance explanation first and then the background and details of the keywords rules.
· Will add a figure at the beginning of the new section
· Updated document will be released in 2 weeks after an internal GCMD team review
· Proposed Earth science keywords – 217 new keywords proposed.  Why is there such a backlog?  Are the new keywords from internal or external people?    Many are from internal team.  Usually there are a dozen or 2 new  Earth science keywords proposed by external community per year.  
· Tyler will summarize which of the proposed keywords were submitted by the external community (and when).
· Andy will wait to send out solicitation for additional keywords reviewers until after we find out which Earth science keywords were proposed by the community and when. 
· How should the GCMD team communicate the status of the keywords to the community?  How about a wiki forum?  The GCMD team will discuss prototype of the forum at next tag up.
· How are location keywords used in searching in the CMR?  Dana will find out the information and send out.  
· From Dana --  how location keywords are used in searching in the CMR -- 
[bookmark: _GoBack]1) On EDSC, if you type in something like "aerosols over China", it will prompt you with some more specific "place" names for China.  It then converts those into lat/lons using a geolocation service.  It doesn't use the CMR or location keywords for this. 2) In CMR, we currently index ECHO's spatialkeywords (freetext) and have code written, although not operational yet, to index DIF Location/Location Category.    When we dig into our location keyword work, we probably need to do some more thinking with the GCMD team in regards to how far down the hierarchy we need to index.
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
