Discussion:
· Simon Cantrell reported on the status of the UMM-Var.  getting feedback on an ongoing basis during this internal review and revising the document in response.
· Erich Reiter reported on the status of the ESO review of the UMM-C and UMM-Collections documents.  Getting lots of comments.  Have responded to many comments already.
· Erich reported on the UMM-G.  Not many changes are expected to this document.  
· Steve Wharton reported that the GCMD team is planning the next release of the GCMD Earth science keywords in March.  Need an ESO review to accommodate that timing.   Yonsook suggested starting an ESO review of the GCMD Earth science keywords in early/mid Jan.  
· Doug Newman reported on the CMR CSW and OpenSearch APIs.  The GEOSS Data Core info returned in search results only for the CMR CSW searches – the same as GCMD CSW.  GCMD OpenSearch API and the CMR OpenSearch API do not return GEOSS Data Core info in the search results.   The details of both CMR and GCMD CSW & OS APIs will be discussed at a small group telecon later today.
· CMR CWIC tagging status – Scott reported on the current status of the CWIC tagging of the rest of the NASA datasets.  Need to get underway by the end of October, the workflow associated with tagging new CWIC datasets and also identify which NASA datasets will NOT be tagged as CWIC.  
· Erich reported on the PODAAC Metadata reconciliation status – about 46 collections left to do metadata reconciliation at PODAAC.  Will take a few weeks.
· Nothing new for CMR dev & ops – except CMR is supporting a flat JSON response.
· Katie Baynes noted that a portal offering near real time data is being developed.  Can be used for disaster applications.   Will be monitoring the usefulness of data for disasters and detecting change.  
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
