· Simon Cantrell gave a summary of the UMM-Var and UMM-S review comments:
· A new version of the UMM-S was released and baselined on Jan 12th.    This version includes the necessary revisions for SERF compatibility.  The UMM-Var and UMM-S will be revised for an April/May baseline.  The UMM-Var had many significant comments that need to be addressed.  
· Tyler discussed the GCMD Keywords 8.6 Review package.  All is ready for the ESO review.    Steve Berrick has already discussed this at the Jan 8th DAAC managers telecon and sent the announcement email early to the DAAC managers email list.
