Discussion:

· Erich Reiter noted that the UMM-S and UMM-Var are currently being implemented.   Auto generation feature for Vars will be implemented.  During the second half of 2018, possible that UMM-var may need to be updated after the implementation.  No additional UMM document reviews planned.  No additional thoughts about the UMM mini-reviews.
· Michael Morahan reported on the NOAA collection metadata installation into the IDN/CMR.  All the JIRA tickets associated with the NOAA  collection metadata ingestion issues will be completed during the current PI which ends on Sept 1.
· Michael Morahan also reported about the FedEO collection metadata ingestion issues status.  3 of the 5 initial problems have been fixed.  Still need consistency of validation tool with documentation and more detailed info for error.  Long term goal is to create a united set of metadata validation rules.  
· Doug Newman reported on the status of the CWIC Portal --  https://search.earthdata.nasa.gov/portal/cwic/search  --this is the Earth Data Search Tool configured for CWIC with convenience features for the international data search installed by default.  This needs to be tested and publicized as soon as we get the go ahead from Andy Mitchell.  
· Tyler discussed the status of the next keyword release.  There are no keyword release in 2019 or an out of cycle keyword release.  Fast-track keywords will still be added or updated as usual and are being tracked on the keyword forum.  DAACs still need to catch up on implementing keyword changes in their collection records from the last 2 keyword releases (8.5 & 8.6).  This is going more slowly than expected.
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
