Discussion:

· Valerie reported on the CMR User WG meeting expected for Jan/Feb 2019.  There is a need for this meeting.  To save travel costs, this meeting will be scheduled alongside an another meeting.  The meeting agenda is also being worked on.
· Valerie discussed the need to update the website presence.  Should a formal policy be developed?  Should there be policy guidelines for what content is on a wiki versus an earthdata page?  Valerie and Steve Berrick are evolving the thoughts associated with enhancing and updating our website presence.  
· Valerie gave an update on the streamlined review process that will be used for future UMM document reviews.  The thought is to document the streamlined review process (review only the changed parts of the document) enough to use that process for the public review and then document it in the CMR LifeCycle document after vetting the streamlined review process.
· Tyler gave an update on the next GCMD Keyword review.  There will be a draft set of web services keywords and measurement terms keywords.  Expecting to finalize the set of keywords by end of April 2019.  Will be ready for ESO public review in May.
· Michael gave an update on the status of the issues with ESA (FedEO) registering their datasets into CMR for the IDN.   Because the same ESA team is working with at least 2 or 3 NASA bi-lateral/collaboration, the ESA team is getting information about dataset registration and the metadata tools from multiple sources.  This is exacerbating the inconsistent documentation/tools issues.   The ESA team is also independently finding outdated documentation that is still online.  Michael is working with Scott Ritz to get the outdated documentation removed from public view.  Because DIF9 will no longer be supported in spring 2019, all the focus is moving to DIF10 in working with ESA and with other agencies.  The external agencies should not use the QA Viewer nor the MMT.  They should use the CMR ingest API.  Michael is putting documentation and links to tools as well as a spreadsheet that gives details on what DIF fields on mandatory, optional, the cardinality of the fields, and the mapping to UMM-C on the wgiss website page at http://ceos.org/ourwork/workinggroups/wgiss/access/international-directory-network/
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
