Discussion:

· Tyler discussed the GCMD Keyword Review & Release process.  Major complaint that reviewers had in the past is that there were several different spreadsheets to read at different times and that was confusing to them.  Decision was to try using Jama for a dry run of the GCMD Keyword review where snippets of the needed spreadsheet information are copied into areas where the reviewers could view them at appropriate times without having to identify which spreadsheet is needed.  The Jama review capability would be helpful for other reviewers to see the other comments and start a discussion that way.
· Valerie discussed the CMR Metadata meeting planned for March 18th.    https://wiki.earthdata.nasa.gov/display/EM/EOSDIS+Metadata+Working+Group+Meeting   -- This wiki page has info about the planned agenda  and will have slides from the meeting on it.  The presentation slides will be loaded by Fri March 8th.  Valerie and team will review and finalize the slides next week on Mon and Tuesday.    Morning of the March 18th meeting will focus on use cases and user stories and services refactoring.  The afternoon will focus on new features of the metadata tools (MMT, dashboard,…)
· Doug Newman discussed deprecating the CWIC user interfaces.  CWIC Start (CSW) and CWIC Smart (OpenSearch) clients were developed as proof of concept prototypes.  That phase has ended.  Need to deprecate the 2 clients.  The CWIC Smart client has an OpenSearch Validator service page that is very useful to the CEOS community.  The OpenSearch Validator function will be kept online and supported.
· Yonsook noted that the Search Relevance Recommendations document is currently under ESO review to a targeted community – the EED team and the DAAC community.  Need more EED team reviewers for the document.  Joe noted that Chris Durbin, James Norton, Siwei Xu, and he can be reviewers from the EED team.  Yonsook will add them to the Jama review.
· Scott Ritz discussed the issue of DIF 10.3 compatibility with 10.2.  there are 2 ways to approach this.  He has documented both approaches and will send the document to Chris Lynnes and Valerie Dixon.  They will make the decision.
· Michael Morahan gave status on the NOAA collection metadata that is being registered in the IDN/CMR.  
· Joe Rincione discussed the CMR Objectives wrt to Search Relevance.  The EED team has completed user research about how search strings are used by users.  The EED team will evaluate the Search Relevance Recommendations document and identify which recommendations to implement.  James Norton will be joining the EED team in Sprint 4.  
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
