Discussion:

· Tyler and Simon discussed the approach for adding source measurement terms and variables to the GCMD list of keywords.  They are taking a community sourced approach.  They will work with different communities (e.g. ESIP, CEOS, AGU…) to add measurement names  into the KMS.  This will result in a controlled pick list for measurements.  Will try for a seeded list of 100 or so measurement names.  Users will then be able to search on these measurement terms/variables  across CMR.  This will start in the next PI.  
· Valerie discussed the March 18th metadata meeting that focused on services use cases.   Meeting notes will be published soon.  Service Use cases will be presented at the WGISS47 meeting in Silver Spring on April 29-May 2.   One potential use case that came out of the meeting was integrating Jupyter notebooks.  
· Yonsook noted that the ESO review of the Search Relevance Recommendations is ending April 6th.  Joe said the EED team has been meeting weekly to discuss the combined comments from the team.  He will be entering the review comments for the EED team.
· Joe discussed CRM stuck orders.  This has been happening for a number of months but the CMR team was not notified – no feedback was received.  There are discussions on how to improve the getting of the feedback from users and from the system itself on orders.  
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
