Discussion:

· Valerie discussed the service metadata status.   The UMM-Services document is being refactored to be reorganized based on services use cases.  The NASA services use cases will need to be augmented by the use cases generated by the international community but which is also needed by NASA.  The MAAP project and the CEOS community  yielded use cases for product generation and Jupyter notebook.  The next iteration of the UMM-S document which will be ESO-reviewed (probably July/August) will refactor/restructure services and document use cases for web services and downloadable tools.  Further iterations of the document with additional use cases will follow.
· Tyler discussed the upcoming ESO review of the GCMD Keywords.  Measurement class within the UMM-Var will be reviewed sometime in June.  Because measurement names are very specific to products, will need to target reviewers who are knowledgable about these measurement terms.  Tyler and Simon will identify a preliminary list of potential reviewers for the ESO team.
· Erich discussed the upcoming UMM-Collections document revision for spatial resolution and temporal resolution.  These items will be reviewed separately and sequentially, starting in July.  
· Michael Morahan discussed the NOAA & ESA collection metadata status – updated about 5000+ records already.  ESA planning to update all the DLR records in the IDN.  
· Joe discussed part of the PI planning meeting results.  Sprint 1 has been deployed.  Sprint 2 will have in it – how to use Elastic search and operations issues.  
· Chris Lynnes discussed the CMR CSI WG, a new working group of the ESDSWG.  First topic will be CMR Integration points – e.g.  AWS Earthdata Search.
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
