CMR Project Meeting Notes
May 7, 2019

Discussion:

· Joe discussed the status of the CMR transition to NGAP 2.0.  The challenge here is the volume of work to move CMR into NGAP.  Most of the foundational work for this is done.  The migration work has just been changed from “green” (90% confidence level) to “yellow”.  CMR SIT environment will be migrated.  
· Joe discussed the “big order” that a user inadvertently sent via the EDST.  User mistakenly ordered ALL the ASTER data – 3.4 million granules.  This big order got broken up into smaller orders of 2000 granules and filled up the order queue.  Each of the small orders had to be canceled individually.  It should not be possible to place an order this big.  The team is looking at what failsafe mechanisms are in place in the CMR and the EDST to prevent this kind of event from happening again.  
· Valerie and Tyler discussed the UMM-Services refactoring.  At the May 21st workshop, the team decided on an approach for the refactoring.  There will be a front end model and back end model.  These separate models will be broken out with fields.  Hope to deliver to ESDIS sometime in early July.  
· Valerie noted that the 2 ESDIS interns (Kate & Alissa) will work during an 8 week period to look at the representation of services by looking at tool and service associations.  Alicia and Doug will give some intro materials to them.  
· Tyler discussed the GCMD measurement names that will be undergoing ESO review in July.  Tyler had sent the review package to Valerie and Chris for their review and comments.  Chris noted that additional info is needed such as additional info about governance for measurement terms – who decides the association between variables and measurement terms and how changes can be proposed?  The GES DISC reviewers are needed for this review since many of the affected datasets are from the GES DISC.  Tyler will add this info to the review package and resend to Valerie and Chris sometime next week (by June 14th).  
· Scott discussed the status of the UMM-Collections revision for the Spatial resolution.  The document is being revised and will be installed in jama for the review which is expected sometime in July.  The UMM-C will be revised for temporal resolution later – after the current PI is completed.
· Michael Morahan gave status on the NOAA NCEI & ESA collection metadata updates to the IDN/CMR –
· Have not heard back about the 23000 SOOS (Southern Ocean Observing System) records;  Valerie will reach out to the SOOS contact again.
· Updating 99 NOAA NCEI GHRSST records during this PI (June 3-14).
· Adding new platforms and instrument keywords and their relationships to GCMD KMS and added new data providers for ESA FedEO.
