Dear LANCE UWG Member,

In preparation for the UWG meeting in Washington we have composed the following questions so you can begin considering priorities for future LANCE enhancements. We are not asking for a formal response to any of these questions and they are not meant to be the only topics we cover, but simply a beginning of the discussion; if you prefer to send a formal response please send email to Kevin.j.murphy@nasa.gov.

1. Since we have reduced the latency for Terra to around 1.5h and Aqua and Aura to around 2h, can we service any new communities that we could not service at 3h latency? What drives the latency requirement for these communities?

2. What NASA LANCE Near Real Time (NRT) data or Rapid Response (RR) imagery do you currently use and how do you use them?

3. Are there any improvements to NRT data or RR imagery that you'd like to see?

4. Do you have suggestions on ways LANCE could interact with user communities effectively to solicit their opinions? Direct contacts for these communities are appreciated.

5. Please review the attached use case matrix.  This matrix was created to help users understand and select combinations of LANCE NRT data products that can help address specific NRT applications. Are there other use cases that should be included in the matrix that are not currently represented?

6. At the UWG meeting, we’ll be discussing Worldview (URL below), the new image browse tool that displays and allows comparison of coincident NRT data. Please feel free to take a look and bring feedback and suggestions to the meeting. Please note that this is an early (alpha) release of this application.
