	· LANCE is working well within its 3 hour latency requirement and metrics show there is a steady increase in the number of unique users. 
· NRT MODIS Collection 6 and Collection 5 are running in parallel
· There are now 2 AMSR2 NRT products operational in LANCE. 
· MISR has made progress on meeting the requirements for becoming part of LANCE. 
· It was agreed the process for entraining applications products in to LANCE should be finalized to provide formal guidelines. Funds will need to be provided to sponsor new application products and ensure ongoing QA support
·  The next Decadal Survey should consider the benefits of NRT products
· The date proposed for the NASA NRT workshop is Spring 2016. LANCE will play a key role in helping organize it.
· S-NPP: NASA will be moving to an EDOS L0 data feed. Preparation is underway for the JPSS SMD hub to be implemented in 2016. 
· VIIRS surface reflectance products currently have a latency of 3.7 hours; Corrected Reflectance and Active Fire (AF)(M-band) are currently running on NRT3. There is a plan to start processing Active Fire using the I-band as it has higher spatial resolution (375m) and make this available in FIRMS
· OMPS products should be available in NRT in winter 2015. These will include Ozone, Sulfur Dioxide (SO2) and Aerosol Index. 
· Further refinements need to be done to the DNB Product suite before the product is ready to be distributed to LANCE. 
· Oceans already have most of the requirements to be part of LANCE in place and already meet the latency requirement. However it was not clear there would be a distinct advantage in bringing NRT Oceans data in to LANCE at this time.  
	· Get process for getting application products in to LANCE refined and vetted.
· Kevin Murphy and David Green to discuss the possibility of a LANCE fund for application products from NASA HQ
· Prepare a white paper on the value of NRT data for the upcoming Decadal Survey
· LANCE will participate in, and help organize a NASA-wide NRT workshop in Spring 2016. 
· LANCE Outreach: Attend 2 additional meetings per year. Work with NASA outreach and look in to hyper wall presentation. 
· Request Fire Radiative Power for NRT VIIRS I-band fire product
